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Steps required to change your 1.0 API-based application

1) Modify your application to read the podhost and smarthost values values returned by the RegisterUser and Login call.  Store the podhost and smarthost values in a string.  Here is an example response returned for a Login call.  The podhost and smarthost values are highlighted in red:

So for this particular user, the podhost string is www1.snapfish.com.  The smarthost string is http://upload1.snapfish.com.
2) Remove all hard-coded references to upload.snapfish.com from your application.  Modify your application to use the value of the smarthost string obtained from step 1 as the URL for uploads.  For the example shown above, the upload URL would be:

http://upload1.snapfish.com
NOTE:  In the new Snapfish architecture, upload URLs are user-specific.  You obtain the upload URL for a specific user from the smarthost value returned by the RegisterUser or Login call for that user.

3) Modify your application so that hard-coded references to www.snapfish.com/externalapi (for production) and snapfish.qa.snapfish.com/externalapi (for staging) are only used for the RegisterUser and Login calls.  All other API calls (GetAlbumInfo, GetUserInfo, PriceReprintOrder, etc…) should be called using a URL constructed from the podhost value obtained from step 1 above as follows:

Append the string "/externalapi" to the end of the podhost string value to construct a URL for API calls. Given the podhost value listed above, this would result in the following string value: www1.snapfish.com/externalapi.  

If you are calling a secure API methods (GetUserInfo, UpdateUser), then you need to prepend the string "https://" to the podhost string to construct the SOAP URL. 

https://www1.snapfish.com/externalapi
Otherwise, for all other API calls you need to prepend the string "http://" to the podhost value to construct the SOAP URL.
